Information

• Interprovincial Communication Framework

– Data, information and knowledge sharing across 
Prairie Provinces

– Development through the Western Water 
Stewardship Council (WWSC)



Information

• Evaluation of monitoring in SK

– Identify appropriate indices

– Identify limitations of existing networks

– Disseminate information to provincial managers



Policies and Programs

• Evaluation of programming in SK

– Identify existing policies, programs, bylaws, 
regulations, etc.

– Evaluation: general and for influence on 
adaptive capacity

– Provide recommendations to decision makers



Proactive Adaptation

• Watershed drought and excessive moisture 
preparedness planning

– Multi-stakeholder, participatory approach

– Identify risks and vulnerabilities

– Working towards watershed-specific preparedness 
initiatives in the context of provincial activities
